Wolvey Parish Council comments

Wolvey Parish Counc il would lik e to make the following comments with regard to the
Electoral Review of Rugby:

Much of the Rugby borough is compris  ed of rural wards which each have a unique
identity. The Wolvey ward is the most distan t from Rugby and, as a result, its community
links with Rugby, and other wa rds within the borough, are not very strong (thereis a
closer association with Nuneaton and Hinc kley as they are nearer and with better public
transport links). It would be difficult to estab lish a close identity with an urban community
or even another rural one whic h does not have the same practical problem s caused by
Wolvey’s geographic al location. The parish council believ es that the present
boundary of Wolvey works well as it is and would not wish to see it divided.

Due to its remoteness from facilities in Rugby, Wolvey ha s develo ped a strong
community identity with an acti ve and caring social network ( evidenc e for this can be
found in the repeated success of Wolvey in  the Warwickshire Best Village of the Year
competitions of recent years) Itis important forthe e  ffective governance of such a
discrete unit that it should be represented by a single borough councillor.

The electorate of Wolvey is subject to frequent fluctuations due to the transient nature of
the residents of Ga mecock Barracks at Bramcote. It is important that this is taken int o
consideration by any review.
