The proposal would retain the current boundaries for both Hemlington and Stainton and
Thornton wards, making both wards 2-member due to population increases in the latter ward.
Thiswould mean an electoral equality of -5% for Hemlington Ward and -9.75% for Stainton
and Thornton, both within the permitted electoral variance of +10% for both wards. These
proposed boundaries also fit much better for the other two statutory criteria of community
Identity and effective and convenient local government than in theinitial draft proposals
proposed by the LGBCE.
