Electoral review

An electoral review examines and proposes new

electoral arrangements for a local authority, including:

e The total number of councillors representing the
council’s electors (‘council size’).

e The names, number and boundaries of wards or
electoral divisions.

e The number of councillors for each ward or
division.

You have until 10 January 2022 to have
your say on the recommendations



Summary of our recommendations

Our draft recommendations propose that Chesterfield Borough
Council should have 40 councillors, a decrease of eight from the
existing arrangements.

Those councillors should represent eight three-councillor wards
and eight two-councillor wards across the council area.

Before drawing up the draft recommendations, the Commission
carried out a public consultation inviting proposals for a new
pattern of wards for Chesterfield.

We have considered all of the submissions we received during
that phase of consultation. The boundaries of most wards should
change.
